N.B. Measure carefully! We will not take awnings back because of incorrect size. Awnings are made to measure.
Please make it clear on your order if the awning is to be fitted at a pitch greater than 30° as these awnings will be fitted with special arm buffers.
The arm length is measured with the awning tilted at 15° from the wall over the cover to the leading edge of the front profile.
Coupled awnings can be supplied up to three units wide and a maximum of six arms (only motorised). They can be fitted with junction rollers
except when the arm length is the maximum for the width of each awning. One piece covers on request.
There is a chance of the pattern not matching where junction rollers are concerned. If coupled awnings are fitted into a recess or reveal, the
overall width of the coupled awning must be 6 cm. less than the width of the opening to allow the awnings to be coupled.
Make a special note if an awning is to be fitted into a recess, and note the recess width separately.
The operation side should be given as if seen from the outside.
Please consult the special notes contained in the general information/markilux fabric collections.
